1. Introduction 

1.1.1.1 The purpose of this Appendix is to present additional baseline information for 
Longer Alternative Cable Routes (LACRs) LACR-01 (LACR-01a, LACR-01b, 
LACR-01c) and LACR-02, as described in Section 2 of the Preliminary 
Environmental Information Report (PEIR) Supplementary Information Report 
(SIR). This additional baseline information is provided in line with the equivalent 
baseline presented in the Landscape and Visual Impact Assessment (LVIA) 
reported in Section 19.6 of Chapter 19: Landscape and Visual Impact, Volume 
2 of the PEIR (Rampion Extension Development Limited (RED), 2021a). This 
Appendix is supplementary to the original PEIR (RED, 2021b). It is intended to 
detail new or updated landscape and visual baseline information sufficient to 
support the identification of environmental receptors, the magnitude of change, 
and/or resulting assessment outcomes for LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c and 
LACR-02, where these are in addition and/or may have changed compared with 
that presented for the onshore part of the original PEIR Assessment Boundary.   

1.1.1.2 The legislation and policy context, as well as the relevant technical guidance 
documents, remain unchanged from that presented in Section 19.2 of Chapter 19 
of the PEIR.

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2. Methodology 

2.1.1.1 The landscape and visual impact assessment (LVIA) methodology, including 
baseline data gathering, remains unchanged from that presented in Section 19.5 
of Chapter 19 of the PEIR and Appendix 19.1: Landscape and visual impact 
assessment methodology, Volume 4 of the PEIR. 

2.2 Study Area 

2.2.1.1 LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c and LACR-02 fall outside of the Study Area 
provided in Section 19.4 of Chapter 19 of the PEIR and illustrated in Figure 19.1, 
Volume 3 of the PEIR. 

2.2.1.2 Therefore, an extended Study Area and additional viewpoints are required to 
enable the assessment of the LACRs for this LVIA as part of the PEIR SIR. The 
extended Study Area adheres to the same principles set out in Section 19.4 of 
Chapter 19 of the PEIR and is as shown in Figure 1. It extends to a 2km buffer 
beyond the centre of the LACR boundary and is supported by a Zone of 
Theoretical Visibility (ZTV) and a number of viewpoints. The ZTV and proposed 
viewpoints are shown in Figures H2a-d. 

2.2.1.3 The methodology for the ZTV and viewpoint selection also remains unchanged 
from that described in Section 19.4 of Chapter 19 of the PEIR.  

2.2.1.4 The ZTV indicates the theoretical visibility of the onshore cable corridor and 
temporary construction compounds using 2m LIDAR data with gaps filled with 1m 
LIDAR and 50cm Blue sky Digital Surface Model (DSM), as with the approach 
followed in the PEIR. The ZTV also includes an adjustment that allows for the 
curvature and light refraction of the Earth. The ZTV does not indicate the decrease 
in scale that occurs with increased distance from the onshore cable corridor. Areas 
of existing woodland have been masked out to compensate for limitations in the 
ZTV production process. The ZTV has been modelled to illustrate the theoretical 
visibility of onshore construction equipment and activity up to 6m within the 
proposed onshore cable corridor. The area shown as ‘cross hatching’ (in 
Figures H2a-d) and noted in the key as “Regions of no topographical data” 
indicates where Digital Terrain Model (DTM) is currently missing. Although much 
of this is within the South Downs National Park, it is beyond the 2km LVIA Study 
Area and views from this area would already be represented by existing PEIR 
Viewpoint U: Highdown Hill. Otherwise, this area is either urban, and/or low-lying, 
and/or on south facing slopes orientated away from LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-
01c and LACR-02 and is therefore unlikely to experience significant visual effects. 
This area of missing DTM data will be provided in the Environmental Statement. 

2.3 Consultation and further engagement 

2.3.1.1 In addition to the consultation and engagement documented in Section 19.3 of 
Chapter 19 of the PEIR, a meeting was held with West Sussex County Council 
(WSCC) and South Downs National Park Authority (SDNPA) on 2 August 2022 to 
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agree the approach to the selection of additional viewpoints. As agreed, a 
Technical Note was issued to WSCC, Natural England (NE) and SDNPA on 16 
August 2022 to discuss and agree the additional viewpoints which are valid for 
LACR-01. At the time of writing this assessment, no response was provided by the 
above stakeholders. Should LACR-02 be taken forward, the viewpoints for this 
route option will be agreed separately with WSCC, NE and SDNPA.  

2.3.1.2 The viewpoint locations (updated from the Technical Note) are listed in Table H-1 
and illustrated in Figures H2a-d. 

2.3.1.3 A site visit was conducted between 20 and 21 July 2022, accessing the majority of 
publicly accessible viewpoints within the Study Areas for the LACR-01a, 
LACR-01b, LACR-01c and LACR-02 via roads and public rights of way (PRoW).

2.4 Potential Effects and Activities Scoped out of 
Assessment 

2.4.1.1 The potential effects and activities scoped in and out of assessment remain as 
described in Tables 19.9-10 in Chapter 19 of the PEIR. 
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3. Baseline landscape receptors 

3.1.1.1 Information on the existing landscape resource or baseline conditions included in 
the LVIA has been collected from local plans, Ordnance Survey maps, and 
relevant literature, as well as information gathered from site and Study Area 
surveys. This baseline information is set out as an inventory of the existing 
landscape resource and focuses on those landscape and visual receptors with 
most potential to be significantly affected. The assessment is focused on the 
Landscape Character Areas (LCAs) their characteristics and landscape elements. 
The National Character Areas (NCA) and County Character Areas (CCA) provide 
a broader landscape context.  

3.1.1.2 The baseline landscape character receptors for the LACR-01a, LACR-01b, 
LACR-01c and LACR-02 are illustrated in Figures H3a-d and listed in Table H-2.  

3.1.1.3 The landscape context for LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c and LACR-02 is and 
includes low-lying land to the north of Littlehampton and south of the A27 and 
South Downs National Park (SDNP) boundary which are classified at a West 
Sussex County level as SC10: Lower Arun Valley, SC11: Littlehampton & 
Worthing Fringes and SC12: Angmering Upper Coastal Plain. On crossing into the 
wooded boundary of the SDNP LACR-01a and LACR-02 pass through the well 
wooded areas of R1: South Downs Upper Coastal Plain and B4: Angmering and 
Clapham Wooded Estate Downland before LACR-01b and LACR-01c cross the 
more open A3: Arun to Adur Open Downs. The final section of LACR-01c would 
cross the steep sloping I3: Arun to Adur Downs Scarp via trenchless crossing.  

3.1.1.4 There will be Negligible to Zero landscape effects, resulting from either LACR- 
LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c and LACR-02 in respect of LCAs which are 
greater than one to two field boundaries back from the onshore cable corridor or 
approximately 250m due to screening from intervening vegetation, built-form 
and/or landform. This includes the following LCAs: 

⚫ 36 Crossbush Arun Valley Sides; 

⚫ 37 Lyminster Arun Valley Sides; 

⚫ 38 Littlehampton Arun Valley Sides; 

⚫ 39 Littlehampton Northern Fringe; and  

⚫ 43 Ecclesden Hills.

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3.1.2 South Downs National Park 

3.1.2.1 LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c and LACR-02 cross through the SDNP and the 
onshore elements of the Proposed Development therefore have the potential to 
effect aspects of the Special Landscape Qualities (SLQ) and natural beauty of the 
SDNP as well as its setting and integrity. An assessment of the SDNP, its setting 
and SLQs, is set out within Appendix 19.3: Landscape assessment, Volume 4 
of the PEIR and Chapter 19 of the PEIR. Further assessment of the SDNP, its 
setting and SLQs following the original methodology set out in the PEIR is 
provided in Tables H-6 and H-8. 
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4. Baseline visual receptors 

4.1.1.1 The visual assessment draws upon the ZTV, site visits and viewpoint analysis and 
assesses the potential visual effects on views and visual amenity likely to be 
experienced by receptors (people) within the landscape as follows: 

⚫ settlements; 

⚫ transport routes (roads and rail); 

⚫ recreational routes (PRoW including National Trails, Sustrans Cycle Routes 
and other long-distance walking and cycling routes); and 

⚫ recreational and tourist destinations. 

4.1.1.2 Views experienced within the Study Area are influenced by landform and features 
such as vegetation and built development. Views tend to be open from areas of 
the coast and coastal plain, affording panoramic views out to sea. These views 
become more restricted further inland and along the southern part of the SDNP 
where variations in topography and a greater concentration of woodlands and 
hedgerows combine to frame, filter and foreshorten views. Views tend to become 
more open once again in the elevated parts of the SDNP (A3 Arun to Adur Open 
Downs). 

4.1.1.3 The visual receptors within the Study Area and ZTV for LACR-01a, LACR-01b, 
LACR-01c and LACR-02 are set out individually in Tables H-3 and H-4.

There will be Negligible to Zero visibility from other recreational and 
tourist destinations within 2km. 

4.1.2 Future baseline 

4.1.2.1 There has been no change from the description of the future baseline set out 
within Section 19.6, Chapter 19 of the PEIR and the LVIA is undertaken against 
the current baseline. 
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5. Preliminary landscape and visual 
effects 

5.1.1.1 Landscape effects are defined by the Landscape Institute in GLVIA 3, paragraphs 
5.1 and 5.2 as follows. 

"An assessment of landscape effects deals with the effects of change and 
development on landscape as a resource. The concern ... is with how the proposal 
will affect the elements that make up the landscape, the aesthetic and perceptual 
aspects of the landscape and its distinctive character. ... The area of landscape 
that should be covered in assessing landscape effects should include the site itself 
and the full extent of the wider landscape around it which the proposed 
Development may influence in a significant manner." 

5.1.1.2 These effects are assessed by considering the landscape sensitivity (value and 
susceptibility) against the magnitude of change. The type of effect may also be 
described as short, medium or long-term, direct or indirect, cumulative and 
beneficial, neutral, or adverse. 

5.1.1.3 Drawing from Section 19.14, Chapter 19 of the PEIR, only the residual, 
construction effects (including the associated temporary construction compounds, 
open cut/trenchless crossings and temporary construction and permanent 
accesses) have been assessed as this is likely to result in the greatest effects on 
landscape and visual receptors along the routes of LACR-01 (LACR-01a, 
LACR-01b and LACR-01c) and LACR-02. Assessment of receptor sensitivity 
reported here is consistent with the assessment reported in the original PEIR 
(RED, 2021a and 2021b). 

5.1.1.4 A preliminary assessment of the landscape and visual effects is set out in 
Tables H-5, H-7, H-9, H-10, and H-11 for LACR-01 (LACR-01a, LACR-01b and 
LACR-01c) and in Tables H-6, H-8 and H-12 for LACR-02. 

5.1.1.5 The LVIA has taken account of embedded environmental measures included in 
Appendix 4.1: Commitments Register, Volume 4 of the PEIR and 
supplemented by new or updated embedded environmental measures which have 
emerged since. These are presented in Appendix F, Table F1.  

5.1.1.6 No assessment of cumulative landscape effects has been undertaken in relation to 
LACR-01 (LACR-01a, LACR-01b and LACR-01c) and LACR-02 and this will be 
updated in the Environmental Statement. 
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6. Preliminary assessment of residual 
landscape effects  

6.1.1.1 In summary, eight LCAs have been included in the assessment and there will be a 
significant residual effect on part of three of the LCAs resulting from LACR-01a, 
part of one LCA each resulting from both LACR-01b and LACR-01c, and part of 
four LCAs resulting from LACR-02 as they pass through part of the SDNP.  

6.1.1.2 The significant adverse landscape effects relating to LACR-01a, LACR-01b, 
LACR-01c and LACR-02 are summarised as follows: 

⚫ LACR-01a Significant adverse landscape effects: 

 R1: South Downs Upper Coastal Plain; 

 B4: Angmering and Clapham Wooded Estate Downland; and 

 A3: Arun to Adur Open Downs. 

 In total LACR-01a crosses approximately seven treebelts/hedgerows with 
trees/hedges or field boundaries which would be subject to embedded 
environmental measure C-115 (Appendix F) to reduce loss of 
vegetation/habitat. 

⚫ LACR-01b Significant adverse landscape effects: 

 A3: Arun to Adur Open Downs. 

 In total LACR-01b crosses approximately five treebelts/hedgerows with 
trees/hedges or field boundaries which would be subject to embedded 
environmental measure (Appendix F) C-115 to reduce loss of 
vegetation/habitat. 

⚫ LACR-01c Significant adverse landscape effects: 

 A3: Arun to Adur Open Downs. 

 In total LACR-01c crosses approximately 18 treebelts/hedgerows with 
trees/hedges or field boundaries which would be subject to embedded 
environmental measure (Appendix F) C-115 to reduce loss of 
vegetation/habitat. 

⚫ LACR-02 Significant adverse landscape effects: 

 G4: Arun Valley Sides; 

 R1: South Downs Upper Coastal Plain; 

 B4: Angmering and Clapham Wooded Estate Downland;  

 A3: Arun to Adur Open Downs; and 

 In total LACR-02 crosses approximately seven treebelts/hedgerows with 
trees/hedges or field boundaries which would be subject to embedded 
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environmental measure (Appendix F) C-115 to reduce loss of 
vegetation/habitat. 

6.1.1.3 The geographical extent of these significant adverse residual effects will be largely 
restricted to approximately <250m of either LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c and 
LACR-02 with the exception of the Arun to Adur Open Downs A3 where significant 
adverse residual effects will extend to within approximately 1km of either LACR-
01a, LACR-01b and LACR-01c as a result of multiple elevated areas viewing 
along the linear onshore cable corridor. 

6.1.1.4 The nature of these residual effects will be both direct and indirect, adverse and in 
some cases cumulative with the offshore elements of the Proposed Development. 
The duration of these residual effects will be short term (during the construction 
phase of the onshore cable corridor) and largely reversible with progressive 
backfill and reinstatement of the onshore cable corridor (including reinstatement of 
hedgerows) as the works progress.  

Summary of residual effects on Landscape Designations: South Downs National Park  

6.1.1.5 This part of the LVIA draws from the assessment of the SDNP (in Appendix 19.3 
of the PEIR) which includes descriptions of the four SLQs selected for 
assessment. 

6.1.1.6 LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c and LACR-02 will have a significant residual 
effect on part of the SDNP and two of the seven special qualities of the SDNP will 
be significantly affected for a temporary period during the construction phase as 
follows: 

⚫ 1) Diverse, inspirational landscapes and breath-taking views; and 

⚫ 3) Tranquil and unspoilt places. 

6.1.1.7 The nature of these residual effects will extend across part of the SDNP and its 
setting and expound from significant effects on landscape character and visual 
receptors that will occur during the construction phase. The duration of the effects 
will be limited to the construction phase for the onshore cable corridor (onshore 
cable construction compounds may be in use for up to three years and six months) 
and some of these residual effects will be cumulative with the offshore elements of 
the Proposed Development. 

6.1.1.8 In terms of the integrity of the SDNP, the short duration of these residual effects 
and the largely reversible nature of the effects (in that the onshore cable corridor 
will be reinstated and hedgerows re-planted) indicates that the integrity of this part 
of the SDNP (within the Study Area) will not be adversely or significantly affected.

7. Preliminary assessment of residual 
visual effects  

7.1.1.1 In summary, there would be no significant visual effects on settlements, resulting 
from LACR-01a, LACR-01b, LACR-01c or LACR-02 although there will be 
significant visual effects from some individual residential properties on the 
southern edge of Lyminster (as a result of LACR-01a) and small number of 
residential properties on the eastern edge of Warningcamp along Clay Lane (as a 
result of LACR-02).
